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The citizens of San Juan County purchased Turtleback Mountain clugh the San
Juan County Land Bank with the assistance of the San Juan Preseivaflrust and
the Trust for Public Land. Turtleback’s 1,575 acres are open to the pufir day-use,
pedestrian access.

In the coming months, the Land Bank will be assessing the ecologindl cultural
resources of Turtleback Mountain. Public comment will be requeditduring the
development of a detailed management plan for the preserve.

North Entrance from the Ferry Terminal:

From the ferry landing, turn left and take Orcas Road north towaEhstsound for 3.4
miles to the intersection with Nordstrom Lane. Turn left and tral west on
Nordstrom Lane 0.6 miles to the intersection with Crow Valley road. Turght and



travel north on Crow Valley 1.7 miles. The entrance is an unmarked gragabron
the left side opposite a yellow house, and just before the Crow Yallehoolhouse.

North Entrance from Eastsound:

Travel south from Eastsound on Orcas Road 1.2 miles to the Y intersectvdh Crow
Valley Road. Travel south on Crow Valley Road 1.5 miles. The entrance is an
unmarked gravel road on the right immediately past the Crow Valleyn8alhouse.

South Entrance from the Ferry Terminal:

From the ferry landing, take Orcas Road north toward Eastsound for 2.4ewsito the
intersection with Deer Harbor Road. Turn left and travel west on Dedarbor
through West Sound for 2.4 miles to the intersection with Wild Rose Lane.ritight
onto Wild Rose. Parking is on the right at the top of the field.

South Entrance from Eastsound:

Travel south from Eastsound on Orcas Road 1.2 miles to the Y interseotvih Crow
Valley Road. Travel south on Crow Valley Road 4.2 miles to West Sound and the
intersection with Deer Harbor Road. Turn right on Deer Harbor Road antravel

west for 1.2 miles to Wild Rose Lane. Turn right onto Wild Rose. Parking is on the
right at the top of the field.
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
