SJPT Online Membership Survey Results
March / April 2010

BACKGROUND: A 10-question survey was developed by the staff of the San Juan Preservation Trust (with help
from an outside facilitator) and was posted on our web site for one month between Thursday March 11, 2010 and
Saturday April 10, 2010. An email announcing the survey was also sent out to approximately 1,800 active email
addresses within SJPT’s database. We received 100 responses within 24 hours of sending this email, and as of April
10 - exactly one month after the survey was posted - we had received 373 responses. The following pages
summarize these responses and compile all comments received. All responses were anonymous (we did not ask for
names or other personal information). Further analysis of this survey was presented to SIPT’s board of trustees for
discussion at our strategic planning retreat that was held April 14-15, 2010.

SURVEY INTRODUCTION:

The board of trustees and staff of The San Juan Preservation Trust are currently reviewing SJPT's strategic
objectives. As someone who has demonstrated your love for the San Juan Islands through your support of
this organization, we hold your opinion in particularly high regard.

You will find that the following survey, which challenges you to envision the islands as they will be
received by future generations, does not ask "How are we doing?” Instead, this is a survey that asks
“"What SHOULD we be doing?” We are not asking for any personal information in this survey, and it should
only take you a few minutes to complete. A summary of responses will be posted on our web site at the
end of April 2010.

PLEASE RESPOND BY APRIL 10, 2010. The results of this survey will be incorporated into strategic
discussions taking place in mid-April 2010.

The worst thing we're doing to the islands is building those prefab-type quality econo-homes for low-income needs. Build rustic (cute, full
of character, solid, sustainable) small cabins for full-time living assistance, instead, if it's going to happen at all. THAT keeps island
traditions alive! But honestly, these "culdesac's" of low-income home opportunities (or even high-end culdesac's!) are ((a visual blight)) on
the islands and they destroy the whole reason we're here - to NOT build up. To NOT live mainland-style. This just ((has)) to stop.
Immediately.

Without Enforcement of existing and future regulations, good people get penalized, while the greed-heads do as they please, and ask for a
permit after-the-fact.

Protection of native American traditions, cultural sites

Support of artists in these communities

Send the wealthy away to re-education camps and open up their homes to artists and workers. Reclaim farm land and farm it organically.
Reducing our carbon footprint and keeping our roads scenic by promoting trailways for bicycles and pedestrian transportation.

Not sure how to word this, but | would wish that there could be a ceiling on construction so that the islands don't become a place where
the rich and famous come and raise the land values to the point where the people who have lived there for generations can no longer
afford it. Perhaps a limit on square footage for homes regardless of the size of the piece of land.

In other words, if we can avoid ruining the islands through development and misuse, most other concerns will work out OK.

(We used to wave at every vehicle on the road and say
hello to every person we met)

If there is economic vitality, the lower income people would be less likely to be displaced. Lower income folks want nothing less than
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anyone else on the island. A place to live and prosper. Also just to comment on the local food production, | think the islands could be more
self sustaining in the future requiring less fresh foods to be brought in. There are some that think local foods will be much more important
in a post fossil fuel economy where we don't fly for truck our food great distances. Better on the Co2 and human footprint too.

Based on my experience enforcement of regulations needs some work. If you follow the rules i.e. get permits, etc it is extremely painful
and costly. On the other hand if you just IGNORE the rules, there is NO enforcement or Penalties.

I think there are other groups dealing with the issues that | felt SIPT should not address -- and you can't do everything!

Stay out of politics.

Architectural values----the preservation of local building traditions as much as possible and to prevent the erosion of such traditions so that
we have fewer examples of "suburbia"---or substandard buildings that have a way of filtering through the current building permit process.
The SIPT should be preserving the islands for future generations, rather than to benefit individual families, ie. are we only saving for our
children, but the entire global community.

Cost of living issues are important, but | don't think they are something SIPT should be trying to tackle.

Public education around landscape conservation should be an important issue for SIPT as part of the leadership role

Under leadership above, | would emphasize planning and not necessarily enforcement.

SIPT should pursue a San Juan County version of TPL - making public lands accessible. Do not pursue the Friends of the SJ model.

| care about these issues, but want SIPT focused on core mission.

The "low priority" checks are very important issues, but probably better addressed by other groups who make them their priority.
"Affordable housing" and public access are issues for government to address, not SJIPT. The only housing SIPT should be involved in is
housing for its own employees (e.g., land stewards). Inherent in public access are management costs and issues that should not be part of
SIPT's mission.

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As we cannot do it all, the ferry-served islands will be the most threatened, | would assume... However, thanks to the Ellis Family, Shaw is
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quite well protected already.

Please don't turn into a group like the Friends of San Juan. Everyone | know is turned off by them and we all still like and trust you.
Protecting habitat, regardless of public access is difficult, noble, and SO IMPORTANT. | cringe at the idea of extracting wood from delicate,
small forests within our Island ecosystem(s). If that is the only way to protect forestland from complete manipulation and clearcutting, then
this should be prioritized. But | hope we can realize the fragility of our forest systems. | think there is a lot more research needed in this
field, and | hope we can limit the amount of forest manipulation, which is so much more than just the trees growing there.

Land should be protected not because it is on a small uninhabited or big populated Island but because of its importance in terms of key
habitat as well as its attainability. As for forests, what is sustainable use? | have to ask because | have heard clear cutting called sustainable
use. All the old growth left in these Islands needs to be completely and absolutely protected.

Recognize and preserve Commercial fishing as a sustainable local industry, and promote it as an important part of our economic and
cultural heritage. For example, research www.psc.org, to learn about the international treaty which governs the harvest management of
surplus salmon, only after escapement goals have been met. Historical island economy was dependent upon fishing and farming, it would
be a shame to lose such an important part of our cultural heritage.

Strike a balance between critical habitat that needs protection for its own sake, and preserving land so that it can be gently enjoyed by the
public.

"Urban sprawl" is a concern with the more populated islands

Many places preserve shoreline. We've already missed that boat, so let's preserve what we have in wetlands and farm land. Puts some
teeth in the wetlands laws.

Protect land on Fidalgo Island too

Prevent "bad" things from happening. We need to define what is bad.

Rehabilitate wild salmon runs.

Control access to sensitive environment areas

The meaning of "protect" is a little nebulous.

Sorry on so many comment but; for the access to protected areas | think it depends on what you're protecting whether access should be
permitted.

Residents need reasonable access to protected areas to understand and appreciate our islands. Land that "disappears into protection”
serves no current or future value.

The outer islands are where it's at. In addition to holding our most pristine natural areas, those of us that live on the ferry-served islands
would like to more access to the remote islands around us. Let the Land Bank worry about the major islands. The real jewels lie beyond.
Inventory natural assets (perhaps in conjunction with TNC or other public or private conservation entities. Protect diversity of these assets.
